SUMMARY of Joint Notice of Privacy Practices

OUR LEGAL DUTY

Our Health System has a duty to protect the confidentiality of medical information about you. This is a brief summary of our Joint
Notice of Privacy Practices. We are required to provide you with Notice explaining ways we may use and disclose your medical
information and describing your legal rights and our obligations regarding the use and disclosure of your medical information.

HOW WE MAY USE AND DISCLOSE HEALTH INFORMATION
We may use or disclose identifiable health information about you for many reasons, including but not limited to the following:

e Activities of managed care e Auditing e To military command authorities

We may use or disclose certain limited information about you, unless you object or request a limitation of the disclosure, for:

In general, other uses and disclosures of your medical information not described in our full Notice of Privacy Practices will
require your written authorization. For example, most uses and disclosures of psychotherapy notes, uses and disclosures for
marketing purposes and disclosures that constitute the sale of PHI require an authorization.

YOUR PRIVACY RIGHTS
You have the following rights with respect to your health information:
